Tutoring at the OAE is different from what you might 
expect.  It is available in three formats: group 
tutoring, drop-in tutoring, and individual tutoring (by 
appointment).  Both group tutoring, available in over 
30 courses each semester (mostly in the areas of 
math, science and business), and individual drop-in 
tutoring in math and science are offered free of 
charge to all students.  Individual tutoring is 
available at nominal rates (from $11.25 to $14.25), 
and free to members of some programs. You may 
locate a qualified tutor through our TutorFind 
directory, located in the OAE reception area. 
  
Tutoring is part of an integrated system of advising, 
mentoring, workshops, etc., designed to help you 
succeed in achieving your overall goals at UD.  
Rather than just solving a few problems or giving you 
quick answers to specific questions,  we emphasize 
improving the understanding of fundamental 
concepts and developing independence and 
confidence in tackling difficult problems/questions.  
We believe that you should never feel hesitant or 
embarrassed about asking for tutoring or seeking 
academic  assistance.
